For Sale is a rare Grant King midget built in 1971. Grant King built Indy Cars, champ Cars and Sprint Cars in Indianapolis. Hall of Fame Midget Driver, Bill Engelhart asked Grant to built a pair of special midgets to his specifications to use an upright Sesco 4 cylinder engine. To make the project more profitable, Grant built three cars. Bill supplied an Edmunds frame marked up extensively with sticky notes and instructed Grant to use the Edmunds as a model with changes per all the notes. Bill’s friend Dave Tyler was the original owner of the 59 as well as the 6 car. The 6 car is in a private collection in Phoenix and according to the owner, is not for sale. 
The 59 is the only active upright Grant King Midget known to exist.  The car has had a number of outstanding drivers. The best known were Larry Dickson and Bill Engelhart. Larry Dickson was the driver in 1972, but was replaced in the car by Bill Engelhart for the 1973 season. It should be noted that Dave Tyler and Bill Engelhart are both still with us and both were very helpful during the restoration process. Bill provided great photos of the chassis and the finished car as it left the King shop. Dave Tyler and his wife drove to Loudon, N.H. from Wisconsin to see the car run. He was quite emotional when he told me the car “is perfect”.

The car is restored to be exactly as it was during the 1973 season when Bill won a lot of races. He explained they did not win the USAC Championship because Bill was also driving a sprint car, so running all the midget events was not possible. I have an excellent set of 8 x 10 B/W photos taken during the “Glory Years” as well as a few color shot. All the photos and the historical records go with the car. 

Also with the car are:
The engine in the car is an early 70’s Sesco that has Carrillo rods, Ross pistons and a Brodix head. It also has a magneto ignition and Sesco fuel injection. The engine was freshened for the 2011 season, has been run but not raced since the work was done. 

Included with the car are two additional right rear tire and wheel combinations giving the owner three sets to select from for stagger. All the tires are pavement Hoosiers and the car has been run only at Loudon, N.H. and Thompson, CT. Included are extra magnetos and gears changes and miscellaneous engine parts. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The restoration was done by FitzGerald Engineering in CT with guidance provided by Joe Fiore. The frame, front and rear suspensions, Offy in/out gear box, fuel system, cell and tail are all original pieces. Also original are the steering wheel with Engelhart kill switch and the upholstery. The later is in remarkable condition considering its 1971 origin. The nose, hood, nerfs and assorted panels conform to the 1973 configuration as do the paint and graphics. The frame was powder coat primed and finished to match the body. 

The car has a main fuel shutoff near the cell and it also runs a dash mounted fuel shutoff. The system includes a full flow Hilborn fuel filter under the seat and a dry sump oil tank also under the seat. This car runs on methanol fuel and Castrol Synthetic oil.
